1. Upfront Costs

· For hardship schools, consider performance contracts.

· Consider “soft” solutions; do fundamental site design and simple solutions for a project.

· “Reasonable and obvious” solutions.

· Determine life cycle costs and Return on Investment.

· Consider financing opportunities, partnerships, and grant options.

· “Use less”—conserve more—good energy conservation practices.

· Improved academic performance and teacher retention due to healthy environments.

2. Systems are too sophisticated:

· Life Cycle Costing
· Balance system technology with M&O needs.

· Synergy between sophisticated systems and basic design strategies (i.e., skylights).

· Promote internal educational opportunities for M&O staff.

· Commissioning.

3. Materials are not durable:

· Provide studies/examples of uncompromised durability of “green” products.

· Implement demonstrated construction methods (i.e., steel, concrete, etc.).

· Ensure proper team involvement.

· Evaluate warranties.
